World Pitch Night

On June 18th, we gathered at Intel's Santa Clara Headquarters to hear from the finalists themselves. Teams had been exploring Silicon Valley for the previous two days, but World Pitch Night [http://www.technovationchallenge.org/world-pitch-2014/] was their turn to share what they've been doing with the tech industry. Following the open-floor poster session and a fireside chat with Victoria Ransom, each team got up on stage to pitch their apps to the  panel of judges [http://www.technovationchallenge.org/world-pitch-2014/] made up of experts from the tech industry (team Horizons even joined us via video from Lagos, Nigeria!). The audience and judges were hugely impressed by all of the apps and presentations, and walked away from the event deeply inspired by the next generation of young women.

Technovation 2014 Winners

The Middle School Division award was awarded to team Field Tripper for their Field Tripper app, which helps manage the logistics of organizing a field trip for teachers, parents, and students alike.

The University Division award was awarded to Team CalgTech from Calgary for their app Crop2Community, which provides a centralized database to help consumers find local food products in Calgary, raising awareness of the available local food market.

1st Place, High School Division was awarded to team Health in a Drop from Moldova, whose app provides users with an interactive map of local wells and their water quality to help identify clean water sources.

2nd Place, High School Division was awarded to team Fantastic Four from California for their app Foodini, which translates users' dietary restrictions into multiple languages for worry-free eating on the go.

3rd Place, High School Division was awarded to team Smarteen from South Korea for their app Rapid Receipt which replaces paper receipts with digital receipts and creates a record of user spending.

Technovation alums EPA Chica Squad featured as part of Made With Code Initiative.

The EPA Chica Squad developed "Tag It!" to help users clean up their communities during Technovation's 2013 season. Users can both record sites in need of attention and share them with other users, or seek out sites that have already been identified in order to clean them up together.
