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The abstract:

The 'movement legacy' is a phenomenon inherited from the anti-colonial struggles of the early/mid 20th century. It refers to the practice by which post-colonial political parties in Uganda behave like the social movements that mobilized the country's people against colonial rule. For example in their general operations parties mobilize instead of campaign, they are driven by a cause rather than a set of issues, they are ideologically shallow and not constrained by law. These and several other factors have the impact of constraining the project of deepening democracy. But to the extent that they characterize all Ugandan parties it matters not which party is in power, democratic consolidation will remain elusive.
