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	The term race generally refers to a group of persons or a population related by common descent, blood or heredity.

Related to this term is the word racism, which is a belief that submits the idea that one race is not only superior to other races, but also has the right to rule others.

Racism expresses itself in a variety of ways. For instance, racism may present itself as a public or silent policy that enforces the self-asserted right of one race to rule other races.

Racism may also reveal itself as a public or silent system of government or society based on the self-asserted right of one race to rule other races.

Adam Culver attempts to unearth the birth of present-day racism and its consequent discrimination embedded in the philosophical thoughts of Immanuel Kant and Johann Herder; racism and discrimination which are also seen in contemporary social factors such as: negative stereotypes about particular tribes/races and extreme dislike of certain social groups; racialized belief in traditional values; exaggerated cultural / social group interest; and low knowledge of people of other tribes or races.
In attempting to relate Kant’s and Herder’s ideas to current real-life experiences, the colloquium will seek to stimulate debate and to identify wider lessons regarding these matters in a Ugandan context.
