Workshop Description:

The three-day workshop in crisis and trauma is intended to provide professionals and paraprofessionals with the foundational knowledge in working effectively with individuals in crisis situations and those experiencing trauma. Participants will gain understanding of the biological foundations of trauma, current crisis and trauma theory, and skills in working with individuals in gender-based violence, grief and loss, child abuse, substance abuse, etc. Participants will gain firsthand knowledge and skills through live demonstrations of ways to address certain crisis emergencies and trauma situations. This is a highly interactive training workshop with experts who bring vast clinical and training experiences.

Dr. Kiweewa is an Associate Professor in the Wegmans School of Nursing at St. John Fisher College in Rochester, NY, where he has been since 2009. After graduating from Makerere University with a B. Philosophy in 1999, he proceeded for graduate studies at the University of Scranton, Scranton, PA., where he obtained Master’s degrees in Theology and Community Counseling, from 2000-2004. He holds a Ph.D. in Counselor Education and Supervision from Syracuse University, Syracuse, NY, in addition to a Master’s in International Relations from Syracuse University’s prestigious Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public Affairs. 

Dr. Kiweewa’s academic and clinical interests include group processes and dynamics, multicultural issues in mental health, mental health among minority populations, crisis and trauma-informed systems of care, and development of counseling and guidance in sub-Saharan Africa. He has previously worked in community mental health settings in the United States, and maintains a private practice and consultancy there. He previously led crisis and trauma training workshop at Makerere University, and he is a recent recipient of both the CODESRIA Diaspora Fellowship (2015) and the Carnegie Africa Diaspora Fellowship (2018) at Makerere University School of Psychology.
Stephanie Eberts, Ph.D., is an Assistant Professor of Professional Practice at Louisiana State University and the coordinator of the School Counseling Concentration. Dr. Eberts received her undergraduate degree in Foreign Language Education from the University of Georgia. After graduation, she spent three years living and working in San Francisco prior to starting a master’s program in Professional Counseling at Loyola University in New Orleans. Dr. Eberts worked as a school counselor (at both the Elementary and Middle school level) in New Orleans for six years prior to returning to school. During her doctoral training she worked with Safe and Drug Free Schools of Gwinnett County in Georgia for three years. After completing her Ph.D. program at Georgia State University in 2010, she moved to Austin to work at Texas State University. After five years as at Texas State University, she returned to her home state of Louisiana to work at LSU. Dr. Eberts’ presents and writes regularly in the areas of school counseling, group work, play therapy and crisis and trauma counseling.
