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Come On Children, Let’s Dance concert thrills crowd



Over the weekend, theatre goers were treated to a delightful, highly charged, world class dance performance that will take them a while to forget.
39 student dancers and 6 musicians from the Norwegian University College Of Dance and Makerere University’s Performing Arts and Film department gave it their all as they staged a dance performance titled , “Come on children, let’s dance, ” at Wonder World Amusement Park to a visibly excited and packed auditorium. 

The students, who worked the crowd into a frenzy especially with the Ugandan folkdance choreographed by Milton Wabyona and Ronald Kibirige, were proof of the fruits of the collaboration of two cultures. This was also brought out in the ‘bootdance’, an ode to the South African gumboot dancing which originated during the mining era in South Africa and conceived by black miners as an alternative to drumming. 

The performance is an annual collaboration that started in 2010 between the two universities which brings together first year students from the Norwegian University College of Dance from Norway (NUCD) and students of Makerere University’s Performance Arts and Film (PAF) department who work together on dance assignments for a month. 

The students are tutored by choreographers from NCD and teachers from PAF and create a joint show in which different cultures, traditions and histories encounter in challenging, suggestive and fascinating forms. The main assignment is a performance that is staged at a local theatre.
